Events and Format:	Two flights of individual events will be offered.  No student may enter more than three events per flight.  Students entered in NFA-LD may not enter any individual events.  It is the responsibility of the student entered in multiple events in flight to get to their rounds on time.  Our campus is fairly compact, so this should not be a problem.  For students or judges needing special accommodations for accessibility please indicate this on the entry and the tournament staff will insure those needs are met.

Debate Divisions: There will be open and novice divisions in all formats of debate, as long as the number of entries warrant it.  The tournament staff reserves the right to collapse divisions as necessary.  Novice is open to all students in their first year of college competition in debate.

Judges:  Please make reasonable efforts to cover judging obligations.  1 judge may cover 8 individual event entries and 2 NPDA or Public Forum entries, or 2 NPDA entries and 2 NFA-LD entries, or 4 individual event entries, 1 NFA- LD entry and 2 NPDA entries.  The hired judging pool will include fair-minded and intelligent judges.  However, the number of available judges with a background in competitive forensics is limited.  Hired judging fees will be assessed in addition to the entry fees as follows:

	$60.00 per uncovered NPDA entry
	$50.00 per uncovered NFA-LD entry

Entries: All entries should be submitted by Tuesday December 1st at 5:00pm. Please enter the tournament on www.joyoftouraments.com   

Entry Fees:	Entry fees are $10.00 per IE entry, $50.00 per NPDA entry, and $30.00 per NFA-LD entry.

Drop Fees:	Fees will be assessed on Wednesday at 5:00pm, any drop after that date will incur a drop fee of 15.00 per IE entry and 50.00 per debate entry.

Food:	Dinner will be provided to all tournament participants on Friday night, and lunch will be available to all tournament participants on Saturday and Sunday.  There will be a small participation fee of $8.00 per individual per day (coach/student/judge) to cover the cost of food. 

Awards:  Awards will be given to all finalists in individual events, elimination round competitors in debate, and to top speakers in each division of debate.  Sweepstakes will be awarded for the top three individual event teams, and the top three debate teams.  A combined sweepstakes will be awarded to the top three schools. Additionally, the top 5 pentathlon (5 entries, with one from each genre) students will be recognized in IEs.  We will also recognize the top Oklahoma schools, the top  community college, and the top overall Pi Kappa Delta school.  Furthermore, a top novice award will be given in all individual events.

Overall Sweepstakes

A team must enter both individual events and debate to be eligible.  The total percentage of IE points + the total percentage of debate points will be a team’s score.

NPDA notes:	Use of any resource available to a debater will be allowed during the preparation period.  Use of prepared material during the round is prohibited.  Wireless internet will be available in most places on campus.  However, we cannot guarantee that it will be fast.   Competitors will have 20 minutes for all rounds: 15 minutes prep, other time should be used to get to the room.  If competitors are LATE to rounds, then the round will be forfeited.
